
History of Tagged Item Performance Protocol (TIPP) ver 1.0

VICS Item Level RFID Initiative (VILRI) was 
established by VICS in 2010 with a mission to focus 
on improving the efficiency and effectiveness of the 
retail supply chain. The founding members of VILRI 
include Levi Strauss, Jockey, VF Jeanswear, The 
Jones Group and Macy's, Wal-Mart, JC Penney and 
Dillard's

ILRI to focus around the 
synchronization of tagging 
requirements across retailers, both in 
terms of performance and 
interoperability. GS1 was gradually 
able to gather key retailers, suppliers, 
solutions providers and label 
providers around the table to move 
forward in the effort.

Foundational decision is 
made to focus the
methodology on 
performance of tagged
items, instead of 
performance of inlays.

New retailers and suppliers
join the TIPP WG: Moods, 
John Lewis, Saks Fifth
Avenue, Crystal, and 
Qingdao Redcollar.

Second important decision was
made: a separate test protocol is 
needed for the testing of stacked
items, in addition to the test
protocol for single items.

C&A, Adler and

Center, aka UARK, set up a 
large unechoic chamber with
a 4-channel Tagformance
system, and starts preparing
an RFID inlay certification
program.

RAIN Alliance 
recommends reader sensitivity
testing. Industry therefore
moves forward to gaining RF 
system level performance
metrics.
